OLD BUSINESS

Resolution adopting the NIMS will need to be updated. POD sites need to be setup and will be working on them in the next month, these sites are to handle epidemics and major catastrophes, and council approval is needed to do this.

C.   Presentation by Vince Hrabal of Duncan Disposal for rate increase
Landfill at Linkcrest and I-30 has increased their rates from $17.67 to $33.65 per ton. They can use IESI landfill that charges $ 17.17 per ton on residential and $21.31 per ton for commercial with the cost of fuel and increase for using the landfill they will need to increase Tolar rates. Two methods of rate increases were presented to council. The first method would be based on actual tonnage collected independently from the residential and commercial sectors and would increase rate from $9.98 to $11.68. The second method would be an across the board increase to both sectors, rates would increase from $9.98 to $11.40. 
Motion by Matt Hutsell, second by Charles Carroll to accept the second method of an across the board rate increase.
