NEW BUSINESS

A.   Discuss and consider the possibility of swapping of property with Randy Carter to relocate a portion of Fourth Street located between Block 33 and Block 45 or the possibility of permanently closing Fourth St.

Attorney Mike Lang informed council of things needed in order to consider this item, engineering study and specifics that would show how it would affect city and property owners. Drainage study, survey and appraisal would have to be done. Original plat was recorded in 1943 and that the city could not give away publicly property. Janet Carter stated that she did not want the city to give her the property but permanently close Forth Street.  Conversation was held concerning the amount of land needed in order to swap property and make a curve in Fourth Street as Randy Carter had suggested. Janet Carter stated the she did not want the property given to her, deeded or sold just permanently closed for now. Attorney Mike Lang stated that would be same as giving her the property. Property amount would have to be of the same value, and engineer study would have to be done, appraisal would have to be done and the specifics of what she wanted to exchange. Further discussion and original plat was reviewed.

Donley Street is platted all the way, but according to Dewayne Medcalf in the past it was closed by council and never paved. Linda Barnett stated that when she purchased the property in 1972 Oak Street was already paved. Her lots are 25’ x 125’ from the alley. Council would like to know why road was paved by the county. I t was also noted by Linda Barnett that Dewayne Medcalf had a ninety-nine year lease with the city for the use of Donley Street.
