G.   Discuss and consider the model and purchase of new patrol car
Bids were presented by Chief Allen to council for a Ford Crown Victoria and a Dodge Charger. 

Chief Allen prefers the Dodge Charger, it is cheaper than the Ford and it has more standard equipment, also does not want a V-6 wants Hemi engine. Ford has a chip that will cut off between 130-132 mph, Dodge will cut off between 145-150 mph. Does not want to approach council in a year and need a new engine in new patrol car. Bid for Dodge was $ 23,680.00; Mike thinks that dealer will go down to $ 23,000.00 with no push bumper. Matt Hutsell had concerns although the Dodge is cheaper, does not want a hemi engine, he feels that it would be a liability issue. DPS has 32 Dodge units, 14 are out of service, due to brakes catching on fire. Chief Allen noted that the small brakes have been replaced by larger ones, not a problem anymore. Concerns over the speed of vehicle were mentioned. Chief Allen stated PD had a speed limit of 90 mph, except on pursuits, he makes that call and they will be doing a higher speed. He also noted that no road in Hood County can be driven at 150 mph. Mayor Johnson had concerns on Dodges being a new product and it usually takes 3 yrs to work them out. Chief Allen stated that Ford will not be making patrol cars and that 69 officers were burned to death from being rear ended, he has seen pictures of the Dodge that was rear ended at 75 mph, and back glass was not even broken. Matt Hutsell noted that was a small amount of deaths considering all of the Fords that were being used. 
Motion by Charlotte Mabery, second by Charles Carroll to accept bid for Dodge Charger, amount not to exceed $ 25,000 and that they can not go faster than 90 mph.

H.   Discuss and consider the purchase of new truck for the Public Works Department
Mayor Johnson found cheaper one on BuyBoard, than prior bid received (truck no longer available).  BuyBoard truck is cab and chassis only with V-10 and manual transmission for $ 16,131, equipment can be added. Will call BuyBoard and add equipment to get price. Council wants Jeff to get what he prefers.

$ 25,000.00.
